CITY COUNCIL MEETING
1-15-15

The Westmoreland City Council met in regular session on Thursday, January 15, 2015
in the Community Meeting Room.

Mayor Kirkman called the meeting to order at 7 PM.  
Devotion was the Lord’s Prayer lead by the Mayor
Pledge to Flag was given.

Roll Call: Mayor Kirkman – present
Councilmembers: Ricky Cline-present, Kim Farley-present, Dawn Freeman-present, David Harrison-present, Brian Smalling-present. 
Attorney John Bradley was present.

Mayor ask the council if they would suspend the rules and allow him to move around on the agenda.  Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling to suspend the rules on following the agenda and allow the Mayor to move around on the agenda.  Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
Andy Leath, Little League Director, spoke on the upgrades for the ball fields at the sewer plant location.  The City had designated $20,000 for upgrades at the ball fields.  
He also gave an update on the sign being made for the entrance of the park.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second David Harrison to pass Resolution #012015-1 , setting monthly meeting dates for 2015.  Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

Ted Weaver, It’s My Westmoreland, reported on a festival in downtown area on May 1 & 2.  Ask the council to waive the $75 Special Event fee.  Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to waive the $75 fee for the festival.  Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by Brian Smalling second David Harrison to defer the discussion on request to declare downtown as a Historical District to the work study in Feb.  Harrison-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.
Other items requested by Mr. Weaver: 1. To take bids for lawn mowing service for the city.  The Mayor explained the contract with Keith Lawn Service that was made in 2006.  
2. Request the trailer at 5476 New Hwy 31 be condemned. Tim Farley, Codes dept., explained he was already in contact with the heirs to that property about the clean up.
3. Request sign ordinance be enforced at the intersections.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second Ricky Cline to allow Caleb Sawicki to continue with the clean up process at city lake.  Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.  A liability release form will need be signed by everyone that does any volunteer work on city property.  

Reports were given for the following dept. – Fire, Sewer, Public Works, Codes/Bldg. Inspector,
City Recorder and Police.  
Motion by Dawn Freeman second Ricky Cline to advertise for full time police officer position.
Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second David Harrison to call a special work study meeting on Thursday, January 29 at 6 PM, for the purpose of reviewing the application for police chief and to decide who to call for an interview.  Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed. 

Mayor Kirkman addressed the following items:
Travel Policy, Purchasing policy, Elected Official academy , need for some Charter changes, Sludge truck, water line at old water plant, natural gas needs, security issues at city lake and public work areas.
Motion Brian Smalling second Ricky Cline to allow Mayor to do research on security at city hall.
Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed.
Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to allow Mayor Kirkman to discuss with the IDB concerning some of the land at the Expo Center to be used for a new sewer plant.  Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Dawn Freeman to acknowledge receipt of letter from the Comptroller’s office approving the city’s 2015 Budget.  Smalling-yes, cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed.

Discussion was deferred to the Feb. work study on the change of City Hall staff and Public Works employees working hours.

Vice Mayor selection – Those nominated were Brian Smalling and David Harrison.  Mayor Kirkman spoke on his support of Brian Smalling.  Harrison then rescinded his name.  A vote was  taken on Brian Smalling to serve as Vice Mayor until the next election in 2 years.  Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second David Harrison to accept Financial Statement as presented.
Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed.

Mayor announced the appointments to the Planning and Zoning Board.
Gary Wix, Nathan Driver, Deanne Henderson, Jason McCormick and Mayor Kirkman.
Rachel Ivie, State Planner, and Tim Farley, Codes for Westmoreland, would serve as advisory personel.  Motion by Ricky Cline second David Harrison to appoint Brian Smalling to the board as the council representative.  Cline-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Harrison-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

Zoning Board of Appeals – Steve Upton, Scott Graves, Ronnie Whitaker and Mayor Kirkman.
Motion by Brian Smalling second Kim Farley to approve mayor’s recommendation of Ricky Cline to serve as council representation.  Farley-yes, Harrison-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.

Industrial Development Board – New members – Tony Bentle, Bill Hunt and Larry Meador.
Motion by David Harrison second Dawn Freeman to approve new members to Industrial Board.
Harrison-yes, Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Freeman-yes. Motion passed.
