Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to adopt agenda.  Motion by Ricky Cline second Larry Reeves to amend agenda to add Credit Card Machine.  Motion passed on amendment.
Vote on original motion to adopt agenda as amended.  Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second David Harrison to accept minutes for 9-17-14 meeting with change to “Cline voted no to beer permit for Houchens food group”.  Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second David Harrison to purchase credit card machines from Harley Financial Services at $69 each and to set a processing fee of $1.50 on utilities payment and 3 % on citations and property tax payments.  Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Larry Reeves second Dawn Freeman to pay mayor’s mileage for Sept.  Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-no, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed

Motion by Larry Reeves second David Harrison to purchase a sewer pump for Station 3 at approx. $25,000 – 26,000.  Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes.

Motion by David Harrison second Dawn Freeman to put extra bucket from old backhoe on GovDeals and use the funds from the sale to apply to purchase of sewer pump.  Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by David Harrison second Larry Reeves to put old generator from sewer plant on GovDeals for sale.  Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by David Harrison second Larry Reeves to send Larry Gross to Police Academy per the academy agreement.  Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Farley-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.
