Motion by Caleb Sawicki second Ricky Cline to hire Jackie Farley as a full time public works employee.  At a rate of $12.50 pending the findings of the insurance probation period since he was a previous employee.  Will change to $13.00 after 30 days if insurance benefits can begin at that time.  Will change to $13.00 after 90 days probation period if insurance benefits cannot be activated immediately.  City Recorder to contact benefits on this ruling.  Cline-yes, Leath-yes,
Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling to pass Resolution #R-122015-1, Establishing Guidelines for Selection of Professional Services (Engineer Procurement).  With a change to the Selection Committee being the Mayor and full Council.  Leath-yes, Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Caleb Sawicki to approve Resolution #R-122015-2, Support of Uncle Dave’s Barbeque Cruise-in promoting Tourism in the City.  Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Caleb Sawicki to approve the signage of “In God We Trust” to be placed on all city patrol vehicles, a recommendation brought forth by Councilmember David Leath from a donor that will pay for the signage at his expense.  Cline-yes, Sawicki-yes, Smalling-yes, Leath-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Caleb Sawicki second David Leath to defer to the January work study the changing of all city employees email address to .gov.  Motion passed.

Motion Ricky Cline second David Leath to approve Mayor’s mileage.  Sawicki-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Leath-yes.  Motion passed.
