CITY COUNCIL MEETING
4-16-15

The Westmoreland City Council met in regular session on Thursday, April 16, 2015 in the Community Meeting Room.
Mayor Kirkman called meeting to order at 7 PM.
Devotion given by Scotty Graves.  Pledge to flag was given.
Roll Call: Mayor Kirkman – present
Councilmembers: Ricky Cline-present, Kim Farley-present, David Harrison-present, Brian Smalling-present.  Attorney John Bradley was present.

Motion by Ricky Cline second David Harrison to adopt agenda.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Mayor Kirkman open public hearing at 7:05 PM to hear public comment on the proposed acquisition and renovation of Oakwood Village.  Michael Dean with Peck, Shaffer & Williams, Bond Counsel for Hallmark Oakwood Village presented details of the acquisition and renovation to the public.  With no comments from the public being heard, Mayor Kirkman closed public hearing at 7:07 PM.

Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to pass Resolution R-042015-2 – Hallmark Oakwood Village acquisition and renovation Oakwood Village – bond amount not to exceed $32,232,200.
Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

No Public Comments.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Kim Farley to approve minutes of 3-19-15 regular meeting.  Motion passed.
Motion by Brian Smalling second Ricky Cline to approve minutes of 4-2-15 special call meeting.
Motion passed.
Motion by Brian Smalling second Ricky Cline to approve financial statement as presented.  Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mayor Kirkman present resignation of Councilmember Kim Farley.  Due to work schedule and in near future moving out of city limits.  Also, vacancy in the council seat of Dawn Freeman.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling to replace one seat and to interview for the other seat at May work study and to fill at May regular meeting.  Motion passed.

Brian Smalling nominated Caleb Sawicki for the position.  Ricky Cline nominated Marty Cothron.
Vote taken on Caleb Sawicki.  Farley-abstain, Smalling-yes, Cline-no, Harrison-abstain. Nomination failed.
Vote taken on Marty Cothron.  Smalling-no, Cline-yes, Harrison-abstain, Farley-abstain. Nomination failed.
Attorney Bradley said to defer until May council meeting and at that time fill both vacancies.

Motion Ricky Cline second David Harrison to grant permission to Moe Taylor to hold annual Fishing Rodeo on June 6, 2015.  Motion passed.

Chief Bennie Hudgens requested to hire Kevin Brown as full time officer.  Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to hire officer Brown full time and to send to the police academy.
Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

Chief Hudgens request to promote Ray Amalfitano to Sergeant for 3rd shift.  Motion by Ricky Cline second Kim Farley to promote Office Amalfitano to Sergeant at $14.81 per hour.  Harrison-yes, Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

Mayor Kirkman presented a request from Tri Co. Electric to replace the present bulbs in all street lights for the City to LED lights thus being a cost savings to the city.
Motion David Harrison second Kim Farley to change all bulbs in the street lights to LED bulbs and to sell present lights.  Farley-yes, Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling to exempt the requirement of a Peddler’s Permit of $25 to Cody Kirk for the Farmers Market she was sponsoring in the downtown parking lot.
To be effective for 90 days starting May 1, 2015.  Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed. 

Motion by David Harrison second Brian Smalling to advertise for full time Garbage Truck driver.
Motion passed.
Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to set spring clean-up day for Saturday, May 9, 2015, 8 AM – 12 noon at Public Works Bldg. on Epperson Spring Rd.  Also to rent 2 large dumpsters for the clean-up.  Motion passed.

Public Works supervisor, Adam Herald, requested a $1.00 per hour raise to Jackie Farley as being backhoe operator.  Request tabled until budget study.

Request to purchase 2 isolation meters was tabled until May meeting.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling to pay Mayor’s mileage.  Motion passed
