David Leath and Caleb Sawicki were appointed to fill the 2 council seats.

Motion by Brian Smalling second David Harrison to postpone the hiring for the 3 Public Works position.  Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Brian Smalling second Ricky Cline to purchase 2 isolation meters.  Harrison-yes, Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Cline-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Brian Smalling second Ricky Cline to reimburse the Westmoreland Saddle Club the $500 paid to the City for 5 years rent at the Saddle Club.  And to only charge the original $1 per year.  Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Cline-yes, Harrison-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ricky Cline second Brian Smalling approved the request by Mark Jenkins, Fire Chief, to purchase additional equipment for the ladder truck taking the funds out of the Fire Fund Acct.  Motion passed.

Motion by David Harrison second David Leath to pay Mayor’s mileage for April.  Cline-yes, Harrison-yes, Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes.  Motion passed.
