Motion by David Harrison second Ricky Cline to pass Resolution #R-022014-1 –Awarding bid for Contract D-Maintenance Building to Act Contractors, LLC of Ashland City, Tn. In the amount of $92,450.00.  Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Harrison-yes, Freeman-yes, Reeves-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second Ricky Cline to pass Resolution #R-022014-2 – Awarding bid for contract C: Fire Hall expansion to Coates Const. of Westmoreland, Tn. In the amount of $264,830.00.

Motion by David Harrison second Larry Reeves to pass Resolution #R-022014-4- Issuance of General Obligation Bonds in a par amount not to exceed $650,000 to finance water and sewer system improvements and extensions and related costs. Motion by Larry Reeves second David Harrison to pass Resolution #R-022014-5 – Authorizing the issuance, sale and payment of $650,000 of bonds, authorizing the issuance of bond anticipation notes prior to the issuance of the bonds; and authorizing the pledge of revenues of the water and sewer system and the levy of taxes to pay the bonds and notes.  Harrison-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-no, Farley-no, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Larry Reeves second Ricky Cline to grant lessee Phil Kuhns of 912 Park to sub-lease 912 Park to Charles and Brenda Violett.  Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-abstain.  Motion passed.

Motion by Larry Reeves second Kim Farley to extend lease on 912 Park Street to Phil Kuhns for another 5 years with a rate increase of 10.4% on monthly rental.  Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-abstain, Reeves-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Larry Reeves second David Harrison to amend the charter to allow compensation of mayor and aldermen of the city to be set in each year’s annual operating budget and to amend the duties of the mayor.  Farley-yes, Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-abstain.  Motion passed.

Motion by David Harrison second Dawn Freeman to allow Holiday time to count as part of the week’s 40 hours when considering overtime calculations.  Freeman-yes, Harrison-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Farley-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second Larry Reeves a proposal to put out for collection the outstanding receivables for the utility bills owed to the city.  Harrison-yes, Reeves-yes, Cline-yes, Farley-yes, Freeman-yes.  Motion passed.

Motion by Dawn Freeman second Larry Reeves to approve Mayor’s mileage for the month of January.
