Motion by Cline, second by Leath to accept K-9 Officer Roscoe, including extra $10 for insurance to cover injury and pay Officer Langston an extra four hours pay each week for the care of K-9 officer effective July 1, 2016 as well as an agreement prepared by the City and agreed upon by Officer Langston regarding use of K-9 Officer Roscoe.  Cline-yes, Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Carpenter-yes.

Motion by Smalling, second by Cline to defer hiring Gregg Carr as officer for parks.  All opposed.  Motion died.

Motion by Sawicki, second by Cline to allow Mayor Kirkman to use his discretion at to hiring Gregg Carr as officer for parks using funds from Community Enforcement Grant Money and meeting any requirements necessary.  Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Carpenter-yes, Cline-yes.

Motion by Carpenter, second by Sawicki to have Mayor Kirkman contact engineer and Tri-County regarding street lights for 912 Park.  Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Carpenter-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes.

Motion by Sawicki, second by Smalling to defer hiring someone to video council meetings.  Leath-yes, Carpenter-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes.

Motion by Sawicki, second by Leath to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.  Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Carpenter-yes, Cline-yes, Smalling-yes.  Motion passed.
