Pastor Chris Weathers and Trustees from Lakeside Church presented a letter of good faith regarding the land swap between the City and the Church. There is more land to be added in the future but is yet to be surveyed.

Motion by Caleb Sawicki second by Ricky Cline to approve the land swap with Lakeside Church. Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Carpenter-yes, Cline-yes, Leath-yes. Motion passed.

Motion by Caleb Sawicki second by Michelle Carpenter to pass the first reading of Ordinance 042016-4 (Sanitation Amendment). Cline-yes, Carpenter-yes, Leath-yes, Sawicki-yes, Smalling-yes. Motion passed.

Motion by Brian Smalling second by Michelle Carpenter to apply for the Forestry Grant with the City matching up to $2,500.00. Smalling-yes, Sawicki-yes, Leath-yes, Cline-yes, Carpenter-yes. Motion passed.

Motion by Michelle Carpenter second by Caleb Sawicki to defer the Water & Sewer Resolution 042016-1. Smalling-yes, Cline-yes, Leath-yes, Sawicki-yes, Carpenter-yes. Motion passed.

Motion by Brian Smalling to approve the Mayors mileage thru the end of June 2016 as long as it meets the requirements of the budget. Cline-yes, Leath-yes, Sawicki-yes, Smalling-yes, Carpenter-yes. Motion passed.
